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Continuous monitoring of potential indicators of nonresponse bias in Labour force survey (LFS) in the years 2009 and 2010 resulted in a project of assessment of nonresponse and mode effects. A small CAPI follow-up study on 146 CATI nonresponding households was conducted in this frame. It's first aim was to find out if face-to-face data collection by difficult-to-interview households results in higher response rate as telephone data collection. The second aim was comparison of employment related characteristics of original nonrespondents with – seperated – early and late respondents (considering number of contacts required to abtain an interview). Comparison will be done on the basis of empirical data and on the basis of observations form interviewer briefing.
