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Immigration is a recent issue in our Autonomous Community, but is clearly playing an increasingly important role. As for our subject, there is evidence that nationality may influence response propensity. 

This poster seeks to propose a log-linear model that reflects the influence of nationality, along with other socio-demographic variables (size of the family, age and sex) on response propensity.  
Specifically, this response propensity will be analysed in our Labour Force Survey (the Survey on the Population in Relation of Activity, PRA). The PRA is a continuous sample survey that gives labour market information quarterly. 
For our research, we have some auxiliary information on respondents and non-respondents, such as nationality, family size, age and sex.
The key research questions are: 

· To what extent does nationality influence the response propensity in the PRA survey?
· Are there significant interactions between nationality and other studied variables?
· Are there different groups of nationalities or do they behave in a similar way?
· Can we establish if there is a response bias due to nationality?
· Can those biases be corrected?
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
